Ten years into the 21st century, with the global situation becoming
increasingly fluid, Japan and the United States must coordinate closely
to improve their cooperation and tackle the myriad challenges the world
faces today. Within this context, The Sasakawa Peace Foundation, in
cooperation with the Woodrow Wilson International Center for Scholars,
launched the Japan-U.S. Joint Public Policy Forum in 2009, aiming to
provide a basis for cooperation between Japan and the United States to
enhance discussion and cooperation on not only U.S.-Japan relations,
but also global issues. Following our initial forum in 2009 on Japan-U.S.
partnership toward “A World Free of Nuclear Weapons,” our second
forum in 2010 on Japan-U.S. economic partnership after the global
financial crisis, our third forum will discuss Japan-U.S. cooperation after
the Great East Japan Earthquake.

The major earthquake and the massive tsunami that devastated the
Tohoku region and Pacific coast areas of Japan on March 11, 2001, and
the subsequent Fukushima nuclear plant accident jointly stand as
Japan’ s worst crisis since the end of the Second World War. The
United States, Japan’s only formal ally, played a vital role in responding
to this crisis, particularly through its rescue and relief efforts. i.e. Opera-
tion Tomodachi. At the same time, however, there were signs that coor-
dination was less than optimal. Certain American officials expressed
doubts over apparent lack of transparency and information sharing on
the part of Japanese government about the completeness of the infor-
mation released by Japan regarding Fukushima. In addition, there is
emerging concern that Japan may turn inward and be less likely to par-
ticipate in future regional security efforts within the context of the
Japan-U.S. alliance. Six month after the earthquake, the time is now
right to conduct a review of bilateral coordination after the earthquake
and explore how the roles and collaborative relationships of the alliance
might develop in the future. By reviewing Japan-U.S. cooperation and
coordination after the earthquake, this forum seeks to derive lessons
for Japan and the United States from to make their collaboration more
effective in the future.
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DR. MAKQOTO IOKIBE is the president of National Defense
Academy of Japan. He graduated from Kyoto University
(M.A.), and started teaching at Hiroshima University from
1969 to 81, then was professor of diplomatic history at
Kaobe University (1981-2006). He was a visiting fellow at
Harvard University (1977-79, and 2002-03), and at the
London School of Economics and Political Sciences (LSE)
(1990-91). He was appointed to his current position in
August 2006 and is also chairing the Reconstruction
Design Council of the Great East Japan Earthquake.

RICHARD L. ARMITAGE, is the president of Armitage International and
the former U.S. deputy secretary of state (2001- 2005). Prior to
returning to government service in 2001, Mr. Armitage was president of
Armitage Associates L.C. from 1993 until 2001. From 1989 to 1993,
Mr. Armitage served in various high level diplomatic positions, including
as a special emissary to Jordan's King Hussein during the 1991 Gulf
War and director of U.S. assistance to the new independent states of
the former Soviet Union. Prior to this, Mr. Armitage served in the Penta-
gon as the assistant secretary of defense for international security
affairs (1983-1989) and the deputy assistant secretary of defense for
East Asia and Pacific affairs (1981-1983). Mr. Armitage graduated in
1967 from the U.S. Naval Academy and served three combat tours in
Vietnam. He is the recipient of numerous U.S. and foreign military
decorations as well as awards for distinguished public service.
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MR. YUKIO OKAMOTO, is the president & CEO, Okamoto Associates, Inc.
He is also an advisor at the Sasakawa Peace Foundation. From 1968 to
91, Mr. Okamoto was a career diplomat in Japan's Ministry of Foreign
Affairs. He retired from the Ministry in 1991 and established Okamoto
Associates Inc., a political and economic consultancy. Post-retirement, he
has served in a number of advisory positions including special advisor to
Prime Minister Ryutaro Hashimoto (1996-98) and special advisor on
Afghanistan and Irag to Prime Minister Junichiro Koizumi(2003-04). Mr.
Okamoto has written many books on Japanese diplomacy and is a regular
contributor to major newspapers and magazines.

PROF. NAOYUKI AGAWA is vice president in charge of international affairs at Keio. He
graduated from the School of Foreign Service of Georgetown University and the George-
town University Law Center. After working for Sony Corporation and law firms in the
United States and Japan, he joined Keio University as professor in 1999. He was
appointed minister for public affairs at the Embassy of Japan in Washington, D.C. in
2002 and served in that position until 2005. After serving as dean of the Faculty of
Palicy Management of Keio University, he was appointed to the current position in 2009.
His publications include, among others, The Friendship on the Seas: the United States
Navy and the Japan Maritime Self-Defense Force. Prof. Agawa received the Yomiuri-
Yoshino Sakuzo Award in 2005 for his book, A History of America through the U.S. Consti-
tution. He is a frequent contributor to the major newspapers and magazines in Japan.

DR. TOSHIHIRO NAKAYAMA is currently a professor at Aoyama Gakuin
University. Before joining Aoyama Gakuin University in 2010, he was a
special correspondent for the Washington Post at the far eastern bureau,
special assistant at the Permanent Mission of Japan to the United
Nations in New York, senior research fellow at The Japan Institute of Inter-
national Affairs, CNAPS visiting fellow at the Brookings Institution, and
associate professor of Tsuda College. He received his M.A. in 1993 and
his Ph.D. in 2001 from School of International Politics, Economy and
Business (SIPEB) at Aoyama Gakuin University. He has written numerous
articles on American palitics and foreign policy.
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LIEUTENANT GENERAL (Ret.) NOBORU YAMAGUCHI is professor and director
of the Center for National Security and Crisis Management at the National
Defense Academy of Japan. He graduated from the National Defense Academy
majoring physics in 1974. He received his M.A. from the Fletcher School of Law
and Diplomacy, Tufts University. After serving as senior defense attaché at the
Japanese Embassy in the United States, he has held positions as deputy
commandant of the GSDF Aviation School (2001-02), director for research of
the GRD, and vice president of the National Institute for Defense Studies.
Since 2006 he held responsibilities as commanding general of the GSDF
Research and Development Command until he retired from active duty in
December 2008. LTG Yamaguchi was also a special advisor to the cabinet for
crisis management from March to September, 2011.
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DR. ROBERT D. ELDRIDGE is deputy assistant chief of staff G-5
Marine Corps Bases Japan. Previously, he was associate professor of
diplomatic history and U.S.-Japan relations at the School of Interna-
tional Public Policy, Osaka University, and scholar-in-residence at the
headquarters of U.S. Marine Corps Forces, Pacific, at Camp Smith,
Hawaii. His publications include The Origins of the Bilateral Okinawa
Problem: Okinawa in Postwar U.S.-Japan Relations, 1945-1952
(Routledge, 2001). In 1999 he won the Yomiuri Newcomer' s Award
for his original Japanese version of this book. He earned his M.A. and
Ph.D. degrees in political science from the Graduate School of Law,
Kobe University.

MR. AKIHISA NAGASHIMA is a member of the House of Representa-
tives of Japan and currently a special advisor to the Prime Minister
Yoshihiko Noda for foreign affairs and national security. He graduated
from Keio University Graduate School of Law (LL.M) and The Paul H.
Nitze School of Advanced International Studies (SAIS) of The Johns
Hopkins University (M.A.). Before entering the House of Representa-
tives of Japan in 2003, he was a visiting scholar at Vanderbilt Univer-
sity, an adjunct senior fellow in Asian Studies at the Council on
Foreign Relations in Washington, D.C., and a visiting scholar at the
Edwin O. Reischauer Center for East Asian Studies at SAIS. He is
also a visiting professor of Chuo University Graduate School of Public
Studies.

MR. ROBERT LUKE is minister-counselor for political affairs at the
U.S. Embassy in Tokyo, and has been a career member of the United
States Foreign Service since 1982. His regional specialization is
East Asia, where he has served three times each in Japan and China,
covering both political and economic matters. Mr. Luke has also had
two assignments in Europe. He speaks four languages, including
Japanese and Chinese fluently. Mr. Luke has received an M.A. from
the U.S. Naval War College, an M.P.A. from Princeton University' s
Woodrow Wilson School, and a B.A. from Williams College.

DR. MIKE M. MOCHIZUKI holds the Japan-U.S. Relations Chair in
Memory of Gaston Sigur at the Elliott School of International Affairs
at George Washington University. He was director of the Sigur Center
for Asian Studies from 2001 to 2005 and co-directs the center' s
‘Memory and Reconciliation in the Asia-Pacific” research and policy
project. He has been a senior fellow at the Brookings Institution and
co-director of the Center for Asia-Pacific Policy at RAND, and has
also taught at the University of Southern California and Yale Univer-
sity. His recent books include The Japan-U.S. Alliance and China-
Taiwan Relations: Implications for Okinawa (co-editor and author,
Sigur Center, 2008).
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DR. IZURU MAKIHARA is a professor of Tohoku University. He gradu-
ated the Faculty of Law, the University of Tokyo in 1990. He was
Research Associate of the Faculty of Law, the University of Tokyo
(1990-93), and associate professor of the Faculty of Law, Tohoku
University (1993-20086). From 2008, he is professor of the School of
Law, Tohoku University. He received the Suntory Book Award for The
Cabinet Government and ‘the Control of the Ministry of Finance' :
1952-1962 (Chuo Koron Shinsha, 2003).
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DR. BRUCE W. JENTLESON is professor of public policy and political
science at Duke University, where he was director of the Terry
Sanford Institute of Public Policy from 2000 to 2005. From 2009 to
2011, he was a senior advisor to the U.S. State Department policy
planning director. He has published numerous books and articles,
including American Foreign Policy: The Dynamics of Choice in the
21st Century, a leading university text now in its 4th edition (W.W.
Norton, 2010) and The End of Arrogance: America in the Global Com-
petition of Ideas, co-authored with Steven Weber (Harvard University
Press, 2010).

DR. YOSHINOBU YAMAMOTO is a research advisor at the PHP Insti-
tute, an independent research organization in Tokyo. He also serves
as a visiting professor at Waseda University and the National Gradu-
ate Institute for Policy Studies (GRIPS). He taught at Saitama, Tokyo,
and Aoyama Gakuin Universities.He is specialized in theories of inter-
national relations, security affairs and international relations of the
Asia-Pacific. His publications include: International Interdependence,
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International Politics of Empire and International Regimes and Global
Governance.
