He is also a co-director of the Preventive Defense Project, a research
collaboration of Stanford and Harvard Universities. His previous academic experience includes his appointment as co-director of
the Center for International Security and Arms Control, Stanford University. Perry was the nineteenth United States secretary
of defense, serving from February 1994 to January 1997. His previous government experience was as deputy secretary of
defense (1993-94) and undersecretary of defense for research and engineering (1977-81). His numerous awards include the
Presidential Medal of Freedom (1997), and the Department of Defense Distinguished Service Medal (1980 and again in 1981).
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AMBASSADOR YUKIO SATOH is a member of Japan’s National Commission on Public Safety and also vice chairman of the Board of
Trustees of the Japan Institute of International Affairs (JIIA). Previously, he was the president of JIIA (2003-2009). While in the
Japanese foreign service from 1961 to 2002, he served as the permanent representative of Japan to the United Nations (1998-
2002), Japanese ambassador to Australia (1996-1998) and to the Netherlands (1994-96). His Ministry of Foreign Affairs postings
included director-general, Intelligence and Analysis Bureau and director-general, North American Affairs Bureau. He studied law at
the University of Tokyo (1958-61) and history at Edinburgh University (1961-63). He was a research associate at the International
Institute for Strategic Studies (IISS) for 1980-81 and the Chief of Prefectural Police of Miyazaki Prefecture for 1985-86. He has
written numerous articles on Japanese foreign and security policy.
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AMBASSADOR SHOTARO YACHI is a professor of Waseda University; a former vice-minister for the Ministry of Foreign Affairs; and
a special envoy of the Government of Japan. He earned an M.A. in Law & Politics from Graduate School of the University of Tokyo
and entered MOFA in 1969. He served as a director of Legal Affairs Division of the treaties bureau, counsellor of the Embassy of
Japan in Washington, D.C., consul-general of Japan in Los Angeles, director general of the treaties bureau, assistant cabinet secre-
tary, and as a vice-minister from 2005 to 2008. He was appointed as a special envoy in January 2009. He has been in the current
position since 2008. He is also a professor at Keio University and the University of Tokyo.
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MR. RYUICHI TESHIMA is a journalist and writer. He is also a former U.S. Washington bureau chief of Japan Broadcasting Corpora-
tion (NHK). He was responsible and is known for the 11 day continuous live coverage of 9.11 terrorist attacks against the World
Trade Center and its influence in the immediate aftermath. He became independent in 2005. His works include Days of Wine and
Bullets (Kodansha, 2008), Ultra Dollar (Shinchobunko, 2006), Lion to Kumonosu (Gentosha,2006), Gaiko Haisen (Shinchobunko,
2006), Tasogareyuku Nichibeidomei (Shinchobunko, 2006). He makes numerous contributions to newspapers and magazines, TV
documentaries in Japan through his writings or commentaries. He is a professor in Graduate School of System Design Manage-
ment (SDM) of Keio University.
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PROFESSOR NOBUMASA AKIYAMA is an associate professor of Graduate School of International and Public Policy at Hitotsubashi University and
an Adjunct Research Fellow of Japan Institute of International Affairs. Prior to joining Hitotsubashi, he was an assistant professor of Hiroshima
Peace Institute, Hiroshima City University and a Senior Research Fellow of the Center for the Promotion of Disarmament and Non-Proliferation,
JIIA. His recent publications are “The Socio-Political Roots of Japan’s Nuclear Posture” in Japan’s Nuclear Option: Security, Politics, and Policy in
the 21st Century (Stimson Center, 2003) and “Dynamics of Global-Regional Concerns on Proliferation: Who Should Be Responsible?” in West
Asia in Turmoil: Implication for Global Security (Academic Foundation, 2007).
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DR. KEN JIMBO is an Associate Professor of Keio University. He earned a Ph.D. from the Graduate School of Media and Governance at Keio
University. Prior to joining Keio, he was a director of research at the Japan Forum on International Relations and a research fellow at the Japan
Institute of International Affairs. He is also a visiting lecturer at Japan’s National Defense Academy. He is the author of numerous publications,
including “From ‘Double-Track’ to ‘Convergence’: Japanese Defense Policy and an Emerging Security Architecture in Asia-Pacific Region” in
Japan’s New Defense Establishment: Institutions, Capabilities, and Implications (Stimson Center, 2007) and “Rethinking Japanese Security: New
Concepts in Deterrence and Defense” in Japan’s Nuclear Option: Security, Politics, and Policy in the 21st Century (Stimson Center, 2003).
